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Any bombshells in the JFK files release? What we’ve
learned.

Americans anticipating a huge release of newly redacted documents on Tuesday
night about the 1963 assassination of President John F. Kennedy got at least

some of what they were expecting, but experts say it will take time to sort out

the importance of the most recent information dump. The U.S. National Archives
and Records Administration says it released about 63,000 pages across more
than 2,100 PDF files, a stunning volume of information for historians and amateur
sleuths to comb through. Much, if not most, of the information has been released
by prior administrations in at least partially redacted, or blacked out, form to proteot names of CIA assets and
other sensitive information. Among the unanswered questions: How much previously unreleased or unredacted
information is contained in the documents? And how long will it take for historians to assess the flood of files?
President Donald Trump’s administration sighaled the release would include a huge trove of unredacted records
available to the public for the first time. So far, nothing in the documents has changed the long-held findings that Lee
Harvey Oswald acted alone in assassinating Kennedy on Nov. 22, 1963 while the then-president rode in a motorcade in
Dallas. The release of the files comes after Trump signed a day one executive order in January aimed at fully releasing
government documents related to the assassinations of Kennedy, his brother and presidential candidate Sen. Robert F.
Kennedy, D-NY., and civil rights icon Martin Luther King Jr.

What do the JFK files say?

While an initial review of the papers didn’t contain any shocking revelations, the documents do offer a window into the
climate of fear at the time surrounding U.S. relations with the Soviet Union shortly after the Cuban Missile Crisis of 1962
nearly led to a nuclear war.Many of the documents reflected the work by investigators to learn more about assassin Lee
Harvey Oswald’s time in the Soviet Union and track his movements in the months leading up to Kennedy’s assassination
in Dallas.

How to read the JFK files

The National Archives has set up a page dedicated to the March 18, 2025, release where you can search through
thousands of files. You can find the page on the National Archives’ website.Most of the files are scans of documents, and
some are blurred or have become faint or difficult to read in the decades since Kennedy’s assassination. When releasing
the documents, the Trump administration and National Archives did not unredact the files in a way that allows for
keyword searching using OCR, or Optical Character Recognition. The Mary Ferrell Foundation, which specializes in
making historical documents publicly accessible, is working to fix that, according to foundation vice president Jefferson
Morley, who is also the author of the widely read JFK Facts newsletter.

COLUMBUS, Ohio - An Ohio court
has partially overturned a ban on
gender-affirming care for LGBTQ+

youth, allowing doctors to continue

prescribing puberty blockers and

hormone therapy. The 10th District
Court of Appeals has sent the case
back to the Franklin County Court
of Common Pleas, arguing that the

prescription ban “interferes with
parent-appellants’ fundamental

right to care for their children,” the

decision states.

The decision to ban hormone
blockers for trans youth violates
the Health Care Freedom
Amendment in the Ohio
Constitution, according to the
court.

“It impermissibly prohibits
parents, acting on behalf of their
minor children, from accessing

treatment protocols in accordance

with the standards of care and
guidelines widely accepted in the
professional medical community
to treat gender dysphoria in
minors,” the court continued.
Attorney General Dave Yost plans
to appeal, he said.

“This is a no brainer - we are
appealing that decision and

will seek an immediate stay.
There is no way I'll stop fighting
to protect these unprotected

children,” Yost said. “Ohio’s elected

representatives properly passed
legislation protecting children
from irreversible chemical sex
change procedures, and the trial
court upheld the law. But now the
10th district court of appeals has

just greenlighted these permanent

medical interventions against
minors.”

H.B. 68 went into effect in 2024.
The controversial legislation
prevented LGBTQ+ minors from
accessing care such as hormone
blockers, hormone replacement
therapy (HRT) and some mental
health services.

It also prohibits trans athletes
from participating in middle, high
school or college athletics on

teams that align with their identity.

This is still blocked under the
ruling.

In July 2024, parents and doctors
testified to prevent the state from
enforcing the ban, citing the ban
would “deny basic human rights.”

The paper sarcastically lauded
the vice president as having
“really done Ohio proud.”

Vice President JD Vance’s
hometown paper is not
impressed by his first few weeks
in a “nondescript role as an
appendage in the Trump-Musk
administration,” the Ohio Capital
Journal wrote in a seething op-
ed Tuesday, tearing Vance apart
as a “lapdog vice-president.”
Clearly infuriated by her fellow
statesmen, reporter Marilou
Johanek listed Vance’s notable
accolades as vice president so
far, among them being rebuked
by the pope and outraging
NATO allies.

“The last thing the world needs
now is a U.S. vice-president
trashing eighty years of foreign
policy with America’s closest
and most enduring friends,”
Johanek wrote, referring to
Vance’s meeting with the leader
of Germany’s far-right nationalist
AfD Party, which German

courts have ruled is a threat to
democracy.

The Ohio native then slammed
European leaders for “hiding
behind ugly Soviet-era words
like ‘misinformation’ and
‘disinformation™ in a tone-deaf
speech that will likely further
strain U.S.-Europe relations.
“Vance, the shameless

election denier in service

to an authoritarian regime
lawlessly dismantling a
democratic republic, had

the towering audacity and
historical blindness to lecture
his European audience on
democracy,” Johanek wrote.

The author of Hillbilly Elegy,

a memoir about growing up
poor in Appalachia, Vance
credits much of his identity-
both political and personal-to
his Rust Belt roots. He ran on

the promise of bringing jobs

and prosperity back to Middle
America but clearly hasn’t made
the region very proud. Vance
was one of the least popular vice
presidential picks in history,
according to polls.

“Vance has been doing us
proud by attacking friends,
embracing enemies, insulting
humanitarians, drawing papal
ire, and pontificating laughably
on what makes a man a man.
Seriously, what is wrong with
JD.?” Johanek concluded, asking
what most of the country is
wondering too.

Karoline Leavitt had few answers
when asked about the newly
announced administrator.

Up until yesterday, seemingly no
one knew that Amy Gleason, a
low-profile first-term Trump official
with experience in health care
tech, was the acting administrator
of the Department of Government
Efficiency. As of two weeks ago,

attorneys for the Justice Department

didn’t know, and as of Monday,
DOGE staffers didn’t know.

But by Tuesday afternoon, when
Gleason’s appointment was first
publicly announced, the Trump
administration was busy cooking
up a flimsy explanation as to how
she had actually been fronting the
organization for weeks.

“Amy Gleason has been the DOGE

There’s a lot
of people who work for the federal
government, they’re just trying to
do their jobs and that’s what she’s
doing,” she said.

But Leavitt couldn’t provide any
clarity for why DOGE staffers were
equally surprised to hear that
Gleason-and not Elon Musk, the
very high-profile DOGE chair who
was appointed by Donald Trump
to serve as a special government
employee-had been tapped to run
the group. “You'd have to ask them.
They’re clearly unaware. [ don’t
know,” Leavitt said, also seemingly
unaware herself.

Leavitt then falsely claimed that
Gleason’s appointment had been
common knowledge for weeks
and that the Trump administration
had been completely “transparent”
about her appointment. (As of

Wednesday, Gleason’s LinkedIn had

still not been updated to reflect her
new role.)

“Everybody knew, and we said
who she was to all of you because
you are hounds in the media who
are so obsessed with this for some
reason,” Leavitt told reporters in
response to a question regarding
whether Gleason’s appointment

had even been announced to DOGE

employees. “There are so many

bigger things in the world than who

the DOGE administrator is.”

Bombshell Report
Reveals How
Much Money Elon
Musk Got From
Government

Elon Musk is a greedy welfare
billionaire.

Elon Musk, the world’s richest
man, owes much of his wealth
to government funding, even as
he pledges to slash billions with
his Department of Government
Efficiency initiative.

A new Washington Post report
found that the tech mogul/fascism
enthusiast built his fortune from
$38 billion in government contracts,
loans, subsidies, and tax credits
going back more than 20 years.
Musk’s companies received at

least $6.3 billion in commitments
from state and local governments
in 2024 alone, and this is likely

an undercount. The total amount

of government funding that Musk
has received is likely much higher,
given that federal funding related
to defense and intelligence projects
is often classified. For example,
Musk’s company SpaceX has a
contract to build spy satellites from
the National Reconnaissance Office,
an intelligence agency tasked

with building satellites for national
defense. That contract is reportedly
worth $1.8 billion, according to The
Wall Street Journal.

According to the Post, Musk’s
companies have close to a dozen
other local grants, tax credits, and
reimbursements whose costs are
not publicly known. Musk also has
62 ongoing contracts with seven
government agencies-including the
Department of Defense, the General
Services Administration, and NASA-
that could pay his companies $11.8
billion in the next few years.

Tesla has been a major beneficiary
of federal and state government
funding, receiving $11.4 billion in
regulatory credits meant to boost
electric cars. Tesla sales have been
helped by a $7,500 tax credit for
buyers of electric vehicles too.

The electric car company may
not have even survived without
government help: When Musk took
over as CEO of Tesla in 2008, he
pressed the Department of Energy
for a low-interest loan for the
company, which was then cash-
poor. A $465 million loan would
arrive two years later, allowing
Tesla to build its first luxury
electric sedan and buy a factory in
California.
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“Tesla would not have survived
without the loan,” said one former
high-level Tesla employee, who
spoke to the Post anonymously.

“It was a critical loan at a critical
time.”

As Musk rails against government
fraud and waste (and gets it
wrong), he would do well to
remember how much he has
benefited from taxpayer funds.

Or he might appreciate it all too
well, and his DOGE efforts may be
focused on getting as much money
as possible from the government
while gutting pesky regulations
and investigations into himself
and his companies. He’s either a
hypocrite, a fool, or both, living the
life of a greedy welfare billionaire.

Ohio Senate Bill 1:
Ohio House passes
bill that would
ban DEI initiatives
at public colleges

The bill’s proponents suggest

it would increase intellectual
diversity. Its opponents consider

it an attack on research and
education. COLUMBUS, Ohio - The
Ohio House of Representatives
passed Senate Bill 1, also known
as the “Enact Advance Ohio
Higher Education Act,” during its
Wednesday session.

The vote comes amid statewide
protests, including one right
outside the Ohio Statehouse on
Wednesday, objecting to the
legislation.

The bill aims to accomplish a litany
of things, including prohibitions

on usage of diversity, equity and
inclusion in higher education and
prohibiting faculty from going on
strike. The bill’s sponsor says it will
enhance diversity of thought on
campuses by moving discussions
more to the center and including
more conservative viewpoints.
The bill also aims to prohibit
universities and professors from
taking positions on controversial
topics.

Senate Bill 1 was passed in the
Ohio Senate in mid-February
and entered the House for
consideration. House members
voted 58-34 to pass it. It will
now go back to the Senate for
a concurrence vote since an
amendment was added.

Several amendments were brought
forth for vote from House members,
including amendments aimed at
protecting free speech in public
institutions and an amendment
protecting DEIl-related scholarships.

While the bill itself has seen
support from several organizations,
it has also received backlash from
opponents — hundreds of letters
were filed in opposition of the bill.
In addition, hundreds of students,
faculty and staff protested Senate
Bill 1 at The Ohio State University as
Sen. Jerry Cirino (R-Kirtland) gave

his sponsor testimony last week.

The student government of several
Ohio universities have formally
announced their opposition to

the bill. This includes the student
governments of The Ohio State
University, Bowling Green State
University, John Carroll University
and Kent State University, among
others.

Meanwhile, the bill is supported

by the American Council of
Trustees and Alumni, the National
Association of Scholars and the
American Council of Trustees and
Alumni and other organizations.
These organizations are listed in the
text of Project 2025 as part of the
project’s Advisory Board.

Cuyahoga County
Executive Chris
Ronayne calls
Cleveland Browns
Brook Park
domed stadium
proposal ‘a risky
bet’

During his press conference,
Cuyahoga County Executive Chris
Ronayne referred to the Browns’
$3.4B stadium plan in Brook Park as
‘a risk the county shouldn’t take.’
CLEVELAND - Amid the ongoing
battle between the city of Cleveland
and the Browns over the team’s
proposed domed stadium project
in Brook Park, Cuyahoga County
Executive Chris Ronayne says he’s
not sold on the plan either.

During a press conference at

the Hilton Cleveland Downtown,
with the Browns’ current home
stadium directly behind him,
Ronayne referred to the Haslam
Sports Group’s (HSG) $3.4 billion
domed stadium and mixed-use
development as a “risky bet with
public dollars. A risk we shouldn’t
take.”

Last month, the Browns shared
details of their plan to finance the
$3.4 billion economic development
project, which features a $2.4 billion
domed stadium along with a mixed-
use development.

Team owners Jimmy and

Dee Haslam, along with their
development partners, have
committed to invest more than $2
billion in private capital. The state of
Ohio would be asked to issue $600
million in bonds that would be paid
back by tax revenues, while the city
of Brook Park and Cuyahoga County
would be asked for an additional
$600 million in bonds to be covered
by an increased admissions tax,
parking tax, bed tax and rental car
surcharge.

“The responsibility to pay for

that bond, that $600 million, is

a responsibility that would be

laid upon the public, not HSG.

The debt must be repaid by the
taxpayers, not HSG,” Ronayne
stated. “Many members of the
public and some elected officials
are mischaracterizing the funding
proposal as a loan. That’s not the
case. This is a bond issuance paid
back by the county and the state.”

Ronayne noted that county leaders
spent several weeks evaluating the
risk involved in the HSG proposal,
concluding that it relies on “lofty
projections and new tax sources
on the public,” while putting the
county’s creditworthiness at risk.

“My fellow citizens, I say to you that
is a risk we should not bear,” he
added.

During his remarks, Ronayne took
exception with Haslam Sports
Group’s tax proposals.

For the admissions tax, he argued
that the average ticket prices for
NFL games would need to climb

to nearly $800 a ticket for over 30
years in order to meet “aggressive”
assumptions on ticket prices.
Ronayne also cautioned against
raising bed and rental car taxes,
noting that they are already among
the highest in the nation.

How 4 human
trafficking victims
were rescued in
Ohio

COLUMBUS, Ohio (WCMH) -
Authorities in Texas reaching out to
a task force in central Ohio led to the
arrest of two suspects from Texas
and the rescue of four trafficking
victims.

“I hope society realizes this is an
ongoing problem, that it can happen
in any neighborhood. We know
that we look around and see the
signs of it and we all need to work
together,” the director of the Central
Ohio Human Trafficking Task Force
(COHTTF) said.

The COHTTF is led by the Columbus
Division of Police. It’'s made up of
other central Ohio agencies, state
and federal partners. NBC4 agreed
not to identify the director of the
task force because of the work the
agency is involved in.

“That task force model and knowing
we have multiple agencies willing
to help out for this crime is super
important,” he said.

The director said last week the task
force was contacted by the FBI and
Texas Department of Public Safety
about a girl younger than 18 they
believed to be in Columbus.

“When we get actionable item that
somebody’s son or daughter is out
there in this lifestyle, we're going

to stop what we’re doing and we’re
going to jump into action,” the
director said. That led to the arrest
of two suspects from Texas and the
rescue of four victims from Texas,
according to Ohio Attorney General
Dave Yost. Yost said all of this
happened on March 13.

“The communication happened,
the investigation went forward at
light speed. There was collaboration
and a manhunt, and we got this
done fast,” he said. “More and more
we’re dealing with this. Criminals
don’t just stay put and they move
around. Knowing to stay one step
ahead of law enforcement. That’s
why we work so hard to build these
collaborative relationships across
jurisdictional lines.”

The COHTTTF director said this case
is one of more than 50 the task force

has worked on this year.

“It’s absolutely great we can provide
some ray of hope, but the task force
investigators are super dedicated
and they see the problem on a
much larger scale,” he said.

The suspects will be extradited
back to Texas. The victims were
given services to help them,
according to the task force director.

“Having task forces such as the

one here in central Ohio is very
important because we can pick up
a phone and call Texas or Texas
can pick up the phone and call us
and know there’s somebody trained
in these investigations in order to
have the results we had in a very
short time,” he said.

car. We don’t want people injured.
We don’t want people killed in car
accidents,” Moore said. However,

in recent weeks, several posts on
social media have raised questions
and criticized police over the
enforcement.

On a Wednesday afternoon, News
5 witnessed a Hartville officer hand
out a ticket to the driver of a pickup
truck for violating the texting while
driving law.

Since June 1, 2024, Hartville police
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have issued 222 texting tickets.
Most of them have come from

the same officer, who is the only
patrol officer working the day shift,
according to Moore.

News 5 contacted several police
departments to find out how many
tickets they’ve issued over the
same time frame.

Canal Fulton, which is bigger than
Hartville, and Brewster, a smaller
village, issued zero tickets. Akron,
with a population of around
187,000, issued 249 tickets, 27
more than Hartville, which has a
population of around 3,400.

Officers from Canton and
Cleveland were looking into
statistics but did not provide

any numbers as of Wednesday
evening.

“Ohio’s law “texting while driving
prohibited” went into effect in the
spring of 2023. For the first six
months, police issued warnings to
distracted drivers, but since then,
some departments have been issuing
citations up to $150 for first-time
offenders.

The law reads, “No person shall
operate a motor vehicle on any street,
highway, or property open to the
public for vehicular traffic while using,
holding, or physically supporting
with any part of the persons body an
electronic communication device.”
There are exceptions to the law,
including using a phone for
emergency purposes and holding the
cell near a person’s ear for making,
receiving, or conducting a call as long
as the person does not manually enter
numbers and letters.

Driver can also use their phones when
the vehicle is stopped.

Jessica Carter, who grew up in
Hartville, said the number of tickets
handed out by police in the village
seems excessive.

“They’re doing what they need to do,
but it’s a little overkill,” she said. “Give
warnings.”

Her husband, Jimmy Carter, feels the
village is motivated by making money.
“It sounds like a money grab to me. I
can understand the safety aspect of it
because a lot of people text and drive
and they don’t pay attention, but it
does seem excessive for the amount of
people here,” he said.

Cheryl Marcelli, the clerk of the
mayor’s court, said that if a first-time
offender declines to take a distracted
driving class, the fines and court
costs would total $202. Of that, $163
would go to Hartville. However, if the
distracted driving class is completed,
the $100 ticket citation would be
waived, and the offender would only
pay court costs.

Moore insisted the enforcement is not
a cash grab.

“There are no apologies for the
number of citations. We just want
people to understand to obey the

law, and then, there will be no tickets
written. That’s our goal,” Moore said.
Whil Moore said the department

is catching heat for the number of
tickets issued, he is also taking time
to educate people about what the law
states.

“The big thing is youre not allowed
to hold your phone in your hand and
manipulate your phone in any way,
shape or form.”

He’s also reminding drivers that
texting isn’t the only distraction.
“Between GPS, the apps, ordering your
Starbucks, ordering your McDonald’s-

a whole lot of other things- than
messaging,” he said.

The chief is also trying to convince the
village council to change Hartville’s
ordinance to “electronic handheld
communication device prohibited
while driving” to reinforce that tickets
are not only given for texting while
driving.

Lake Ohio? Vivek
Ramaswamy
pitches new name
for Great Lake on
campaign trail

Will Vivek Ramaswamy take a page
from President Donald Trump’s
playbook and rename a body of
water?

The GOP candidate for Ohio
governor pitched a new name for
one of the Great Lakes during an
event in Toledo last week. Speaking
to the Lucas County Republican
Party, Ramaswamy touted Ohio’s
geographic advantages and noted
its proximity to Lake Erie.

Then he invoked Trump’s decision
to recognize the Gulf of Mexico as
the Gulf of America.

“I like what President Trump’s
done with the Gulf of Mexico and
the Gulf of America,” Ramaswamy
said. “Anybody think if there’s

a Lake Michigan, maybe there
should be a Lake Ohio around
here? I'm feeling that, so we’ll talk
about that a little bit more as this
campaign progresses.” A campaign
spokesperson said Monday that
Ramaswamy was joking: “The
audience understood it was a joke.
Perhaps the media will someday get
a sense of humor. Vivek is focused
on real policies to Make Ohio Great
Again”

The five Great Lakes - Huron,
Ontario, Michigan, Erie and
Superior - got their names from
French explorers and Indigenous
people who lived in those

areas, according to Michigan’s
Department of Environment, Great
Lakes and Energy. Michigan,

for example, is derived from an
Algonquin word that means “great
water.” Ohio, which is Iroquois for
“beautiful river,” was named for the
river that runs along its southern
border, according to the Bureau of
Indian Affairs.

Ramaswamy is running against
Attorney General Dave Yost for

the chance to replace Gov. Mike
DeWine, who is term limited in
2026. Former Ohio Department of
Health director Amy Acton is the

only Democrat in the race so far.

“As 1 travel across the state, it’s
clear from my conversations with
so many Ohioans that we should be
focused on helping those who are
struggling with the cost of living,
working to ensure our public
schools are funded and keeping
our communities safe,” Acton said
in a statement.

82-year-old arrested
after DNA pegs him
as suspect in 1979
cold case

An 82-year-old North Carolina man
was arrested this week after new DNA
evidence connected him to a 1979
murder case.

Kathryn Donohue, of Arlington,
Virginia, was found dead at her home
in Glenarden, Maryland, on March

3, 1979. Donohue was 31 at the time.
Detectives investigated the case as a
rape and murder, but a suspect was
never identified, the Prince George’s
County Police Department said in a
statement on social media. The case
remained open for decades.

Ohio Launches New Policy for Cars
Used Less Than 50 Miles/day In 2024,
the Prince George Police Department’s
Cold Case Unit reexamined the

case and used a grant to submit
forensic evidence for new analysis.
Evidence from the crime scene was
sent to Othram, a forensic laboratory
that specializes in forensic genetic
genealogy and genome sequencing,.

DNA from the evidence and develop a
comprehensive genetic profile, Othram
said in a news release.

That DNA profile was used to contact
potential relatives and led investigators
to a suspect who police identified as
82-year-old Rodger Zodas Brown.
Brown was arrested at his home in
North Carolina last week, the Prince
George’s County Chief of Police Malik
Aziz said in a news conference on
Tuesday. Brown is being held in North
Carolina until he can be extradited,
Aziz said, and has been charged with
first degree murder, rape and related
charges.

reminder that we will never give up
seeking the truth, no matter how much
time has passed,” Aziz said.

Avziz said that police have not
uncovered any connection between
Brown and Donohue. Brown lived

miles from the neighborhood where
Donohue lived.

The investigation remains open, Aziz
said. Anyone with information about
the case is asked to contact officials.

In a statement shared online, Donohue’s
family thanked investigators for “their
determination, their compassion, and
their relentless pursuit of the truth
which has finally given us a sense of
closure that we never thought possible
after all this time.”

New method
uses Al to design
artificial proteins

Protein design aims to create
customized antibodies for therapies,
biosensors for diagnostics, or
enzymes for chemical reactions. An
international research team has now
developed a method for designing
large new proteins better than before
and producing them with the desired
properties in the laboratory.

These Headlight Glasses Make

the Nobel Prize in Chemistry was
awarded in 2024.

Whether as building blocks, transport
systems, enzymes, or antibodies,
proteins play a vital role in our bodies.
Researchers are, therefore, trying to
recreate them or to design so-called
de novo proteins that do not occur

in nature. Such artificial proteins are
designed to bind to certain viruses

or transport drugs, for example.
Scientists are increasingly using
machine learning to design them.
Recently, advances in this field were
honored with the Nobel Prize in
Chemistry: This year’s Nobel Prize
went to David Baker, a pioneer of

de novo protein design, and to the
developers of the software Alphafold2
Demis Hassabis and John Jumper. This
software makes it possible to predict
protein structures on the computer
with high accuracy. An international
team led by Hendrik Dietz, Professor
of Biomolecular Nanotechnology at the
Technical University of Munich (TUM),
and Sergey Ovchinnikov, Professor

of Biology at MIT, has now developed
a method that uses Alphafold2’s
accurate structure prediction together
with a so-called gradient descent
approach for efficient protein design.
Their study is published in the journal
Science.

Gradient descent is a common method
for model optimization. In a step-by-
step process, it can be used to identify
deviations from the desired target
function and adjust the parameters
until the optimal result is achieved.

In protein design, gradient descent can
be used to compare the structure of
new proteins predicted by AlphaFold2
with the desired protein structure. This
allows scientists to further optimize
their newly designed amino acid chain
and the resulting structure. The latter
largely determines the stability and
function of the protein and depends on
subtle energetic interactions.
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OKLAHOMA
WILDFIRES LEAVE
AT LEAST 4 DEAD,
200 INJURED,
STATE OFFICIALS
SAY

Wildfires in Oklahoma have left four
people dead and at least 200 injured,
state officials said Tuesday, and a red
flag warning remains in effect.

The fires were fueled by strong winds
brought by a violent storm that swept
across the country over the weekend.
Nearly 150 fires were reported across
the state, and more than 400 homes
were damaged, officials said Sunday.

High winds are expected to continue
through Tuesday, state officials said.
A red flag warning was declared
due to gusty winds, low humidity
and dry vegetation — which all pose
wildfire risk — and will remain in
effect for much of Oklahoma until

10 p.m. Tuesday. The four fatalities
were linked to wildfires or winds, the
Office of the Chief Medical Examiner
said. Lincoln County, Garfield County,
Haskell County and Pawnee County
each reported one death.

The Pawnee County death was
reported on Saturday afternoon, the
county sheriff’s office said on social
media, after concerned neighbors
found what appeared to be human
remains in a burnt residence. An
initial investigation found that the
resident was attempting to leave

the home when it became engulfed
in flames, the sheriff’s office said.

The Oklahoma State Department of
Health reported 200 injuries that

can be attributed to the winds and
fires, officials said. That includes 10
burn injuries, 37 falls, 15 cut or pierce
injuries and 24 people who were
struck by debris. Forty-six injuries
were transportation related, the health
department said.

Damage assessments are expected to
continue through Tuesday. Residents
have been asked to report wildfire

or wind damage at damage.ok.gov.
Oklahoma Gov. Kevin Stitt said his
own farmhouse was among the
structures that were destroyed.

A state of emergency remains in
effect for 12 Oklahoma counties:
Cleveland, Creek, Dewey, Grady,
Lincoln, Logan, Oklahoma, Pawnee,
Payne, Pottawatomie, Roger Mills and
Stephens.

Residents who have been impacted
by the fires can contact state officials
for assistance. The Oklahoma Baptist
Disaster Relief volunteers are able to
help homeowners clean up ashes and
fallen branches, state officials said.
The organization is also partnering
with the Red Cross to serve meals

to residents and first responders.
Shelters remain open in Mannford,
Luther and Stillwater, state officials
said.

NASA ASTRONAUTS
‘BUTCH AND SUNI’
RETURN TO EARTH
AFTER DRAWN-OUT
MISSION IN SPACE

WASHINGTON (Reuters) -NASA
astronauts Butch Wilmore and

Suni Williams returned to Earth

in a SpaceX capsule on Tuesday
with a soft splashdown off Florida’s
coast, nine months after their faulty
Boeing Starliner craft upended what
was to be a week-long stay on the
International Space Station.

Their return caps a protracted
space mission that was fraught with
uncertainty and technical troubles
and turned a rare instance of NASA’s
contingency planning - and the
latest failures of Boeing’s Starliner

- into a global spectacle. Wilmore
and Williams, two veteran NASA
astronauts and retired U.S. Navy

test pilots, had strapped inside their
Crew Dragon spacecraft along with
two other astronauts and undocked
from the orbiting laboratory of the
ISS at 1.05 am. ET (0505 GMT) to
embark on a 17-hour trip to Earth.
The four-person crew, formally

part of NASA’s Crew-9 astronaut
rotation mission, re-entered Earth’s
atmosphere around 5:45 p.m. ET.
Using Earth’s atmosphere and two
sets of parachutes, the craft slowed its
orbital speed of roughly 17,000 miles
per hour to a soft 17 miles per hour at
splashdown. Dressed in re-entry suits,
boots and helmets, the astronauts
were seen earlier on NASA’s live
footage laughing, hugging and posing
for photos with their colleagues from
the station shortly before they were
shut into the capsule for two hours of
final pressure, communications and
seal tests.

The astronaut pair had launched

into space as Starliner’s first crew

in June for what was expected to be
an eight-day test mission. But issues
with Starliner’s propulsion system
led to cascading delays to their
return home, culminating in a NASA
decision last year to have them take a
SpaceX craft back this year as part of
the agency’s crew rotation schedule.

The mission has captured the
attention of U.S. President Donald
Trump, who upon taking office in
January called for a quicker return
of Wilmore and Williams and
alleged without evidence that former
President Joe Biden “abandoned”
them on the ISS for political reasons.

SpaceX CEO Elon Musk, a close
adviser to Trump, echoed his call

for an earlier return. SpaceX’s Crew
Dragon is the United States’ only
orbital-class crew spacecraft, which
Boeing had hoped its Starliner would
compete with before the mission
with Wilmore and Williams threw its
development future into uncertainty.
After the splashdown, the astronauts
will be flown to their crew quarters

at the space agency’s Johnson Space
Center in Houston for several days

of health checks, per routine for
astronaut returns, before NASA flight
surgeons approve they can go home
to their families. Living in space for
months can affect the human body in
multiple ways, from muscle atrophy to
possible vision impairment.

Wilmore and Williams have logged
286 days in space on the mission -
longer than the average six-month

ISS mission length, but far short of

U.S. record holder Frank Rubio. His
continuous 371 days in space, ending
in 2023, were the unexpected result of
a coolant leak on a Russian spacecraft.
Williams, capping her third
spaceflight, has tallied 608 cumulative
days in space, the second most for any
U.S. astronaut after Peggy Whitson’s
675 days. Russian cosmonaut Oleg
Kononenko set the world record last
year at 878 cumulative days. Swept up
in NASA’s routine astronaut rotation
schedule, Wilmore and Williams could
not begin their return to Earth until
their replacement crew arrived, in
order to maintain adequate U.S. staffing
levels, according to NASA.

Their replacements arrived on Friday
night - four astronauts as part of
NASA’s Crew-10 mission that briefly
put the station’s headcount at 11. “We
came prepared to stay long, even
though we planned to stay short,”
Wilmore told reporters from space
earlier this month, adding that he did
not believe NASA’s decision to keep
them on the ISS until Crew-10’s arrival
had been affected by politics.

“That’s what your nation’s human
spaceflight program’s all about,”

he said. “Planning for unknown,
unexpected contingencies. And we did
that.”

Wilmore and Williams had been doing
scientific research and conducting
routine maintenance with the station’s
other five astronauts. Williams had
performed two six-hour spacewalks
for maintenance outside the ISS,
including one with Wilmore.

The ISS, about 254 miles (409 km)

in altitude, is a football field-sized
research lab that has been housed
continuously by international crews

of astronauts for nearly 25 years, a
key platform of science diplomacy
managed primarily by the U.S. and
Russia.

Williams told reporters earlier this
month that she was looking forward

to returning home to see her two dogs
and family. “It’s been a roller coaster
for them, probably a little bit more so
than for us,” she said.

Rubio: Hamas must be ‘eradicated’
US Secretary of State Marco Rubio
has thrown Washington’s full support
behind Israel’s war aims in the Gaza
Strip by insisting that the Palestinian
militant group Hamas “must be
eradicated.”

Speaking after a meeting with Israeli
Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu
on Sunday, Rubio’s remarks risk
undermining the fragile ceasefire
agreement, the first stage of which is
due to end in two weeks’ time.

“As long as it stands as a force that
can govern, or as a force that can
administer, or as a force that can
threaten by use of violence, peace
becomes impossible,” he said of
Hamas, which has reasserted control
over Gaza since the ceasefire came
into effect last month. “It must be
eradicated.”

Rubio then accused Iran of stoking
instability in the region through its
backing for militant groups such as
Hamas.

“Behind every terrorist group,
behind every act of violence, behind
every destabilizing activity, behind
everything that threatens peace and
stability for the millions of people
that call this region home is Iran,” he
claimed.

Rubio is also set to visit the United
Arab Emirates and Saudi Arabia as
part of his tour of the region.

The death toll from an Israeli airstrike
on the southern areas of the Gaza Strip
rose to three Palestinian police officers,
the Hamas-run interior ministry said,
stressing the strike was a breach of the
ongoing ceasefire.

The ministry said that the three police
officers were deployed to the area

east of Rafah to secure the entry of aid
trucks into Gaza. It called upon the
ceasefire mediators to “compel the
occupation to stop targeting the police
force, which is a civil apparatus.”

The Israeli military had said the strike
targeted several armed individuals it
accused of moving toward Israeli forces
nearby, calling on Gaza residents to
stick to its instructions and refrain from
approaching Israeli troops in the area.

When Google’s talks to buy
cybersecurity company Wiz fell apart
last summer, the startup’s founder
told staff he was aiming for an initial
public offering. Less than a year

later, the company inked the largest
cybersecurity deal ever.

Wiz struck a $32 billion deal to sell the
company to Google parent Alphabet
on Tuesday, reviving a marriage

that could bolster the tech giant’s
cyber muscle. The highly competitive
business of selling cloud services has
grown in complexity-particularly as
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generative Al advances-prompting
companies like Google to beef up their
security to defend against hacks and
other threats. Assaf Rappaport and his
co-founders now stand to make more
than $3 billion each from the sale,
according to people familiar with the
matter. It is the biggest sale for a private
venture-backed company on record,
displacing Meta Platforms’ $19 billion
acquisition of WhatsApp in 2014.

They are among the alumni of Unit
8200, part of the Israel Defense Forces
known for its cybersecurity savvy and
intensity. Former Unit 8200 members
have been able to attract clients and
investment money from Silicon Valley
in spades, and the Wiz team is now
among the ranks of unit veterans

that have founded highly valued
cybersecurity companies, such as
Palo Alto Networks and Fireblocks.
Rappaport, a 41-year-old Tel Aviv
native, often dons a hoodie with Wiz’s
logo on it, in keeping with the tech
aesthetic, or a white T-shirt, joggers
and sneakers. His shoes, from the
luxury Italian brand Golden Goose,
typically cost more than $500. He often
brought his border collie Mika, dubbed
Wiz’s chief dog officer, to work at the
company’s offices in New York and Tel
Aviv and encouraged other employees
to bring their dogs as well. Mika,

who died late last year, had her own
LinkedIn page. Rappaport wrote when
the dog died that they were “a power
couple” and called the dog the love of
his life.

The gap within the gender gap

In last year’s presidential election,
white voters made up an estimated
71% of the national electorate. That’s a
number that for decades has trended
downward as the country’s population
has diversified, but it’s still more than
six times larger than the share of Black
and Hispanic voters (11% each) and
nearly 25 times that of Asian voters
(3%).

Typically, the white vote is understood
as being Republican-friendly, with
pronounced gender and education
gaps.

But there is a more useful — and
revealing — way to understand the
politics of white voters, something that
is evident in the new NBC News poll.
Call this the gap within the gap.

It represents a layering of the
education gap (which has exploded
during the Trump era) on top of the
more established gender gap. When
these are combined, a gaping chasm
emerges — and two specific groups
come into focus.

On one end are white men without
four-year college degrees. This is a
generally blue-collar demographic
that is now deeply aligned with
Trump and opposed to progressive
politics. On the other end are white
women with at least a four-year
college degree. This is a more affluent
demographic that has been racing
leftward, particularly on cultural
issues, and is squarely opposed to
President Donald Trump.

Both groups pack a formidable punch.
Eighteen percent of all voters last
year were non-college white men

and 17% were college-educated white

women. And they have come to exist
in polar opposite political and cultural
universes, each one unrelatable and
probably unrecognizable to the other.
This is captured vividly in the NBC
News poll. Take a basic question: Do
voters have a positive or negative
view of Trump? Among all voters —
regardless of race, gender or class —
46% have a positive view and 49% a
negative one. Among white voters only,
Trump is a bit more popular: 52% have
a positive opinion compared with 45%
who have a negative opinion.
Meanwhile, 69% of white men without
a degree view Trump positively

and just 28% see him negatively —

a 41-point net-positive rating. And
among white women with a degree, it’s
29% positive and 67% negative — for

a net-negative of 38 points. That adds
up to a whopping 79-point net rating
gap between these two groups when it
comes to their perception of Trump.
When it comes to the various aspects
of Trump’s job performance, the splits
are just as massive.

DOES THE U.S.
DESERVE THE
STATUE OF
LIBERTY? NOT
ANYMORE, ONE
FRENCH POLITICIAN
SAYS

A French politician facetiously asked
the US. to return the Statue of Liberty,
suggesting the country no longer lives

up to the values the green-hued gift
represents.

Raphaél Glucksmann, a member of
the European Parliament with the
Progressive Alliance of Socialists and
Democrats, said at a party convention
on Sunday that he had a message

“to the Americans who have chosen
to side with the tyrants ... who fired
researchers for demanding scientific
freedom.”

“Give us back the Statue of Liberty,”
he said with a smile as the crowd
cheered. “We gave it to you as a gift, but
apparently you despise it. So it will be
just fine here at home.”

Lady Liberty - full name “Liberty
Enlightening the World” - was
conceptualized by French anti-slavery
activist Edouard de Laboulaye in 1865
to honor the centennial of the US.
Declaration of Independence and its
friendship with France, whose support
helped win the American Revolution.
After years of construction, shipping
and assembly, the statue was officially
unveiled in 1886 in New York Harbor,
where its raised torch and inscribed
words of welcome greeted the millions
of immigrants who arrived at Ellis
Island in the late 19th and early 20th
centuries.

It has endured as a global symbol of
freedom, patriotism and democracy -
and the lack thereof - in the decades
since.

“Ordinary people, from American
suffragists in the 1800s and 1900s to
Chinese students in the 1980s, have
raised up the Statue’s likeness to call
for greater equality, an end to injustice,
and more enlightened societies,”

says the National Park Service (NPS),
which maintains the site. Glucksmann’s
comments come at a time when the
U.S. has been criticized at home and
abroad for abandoning some of those
commitments, including by cracking
down on immigration and alienating
European allies. Glucksmann has been
a vocal critic of President Trump’s
decision to temporarily suspend aid to
Ukraine as it defends itself from Russia.
When asked about Glucksmann’s
request — which he has since confirmed
was symbolic - at a Monday briefing,
White House press secretary Karoline
Leavitt said, “Absolutely not.” "And

my advice to that unnamed, low-level
French politician would be to remind
them that it’s only because of the United
States of America that the French are
not speaking German right now, so they
should be very grateful to our great
country,” Leavitt added - an apparent
reference to the US. role, alongside
other allied nations, in liberating
France from Nazi occupation in World
War IL

Noone is actually taking the statue back
Glucksmann responded in a 10-part
thread on X addressed to the American
people, acknowledging, “I would simply
not be here if hundreds of thousands

of young Americans had not landed on
our beaches in Normandy.”

But, he said, that was a different version
of America - one that “fought against
tyrants, it did not flatter them;” one that
“welcomed the persecuted and didn’t
target them.”

“It was far, so far from what your
current President does, says, and
embodies,” he wrote. He specifically
cited the Trump administration’s
“betrayal of Ukraine and Europe,”

as well as its treatment of scientists.
Notably: One French university recently
launched an initiative to welcome
American scientists whose work is
untenable due to the administration’s

research cuts.

Glucksmann said his comments were
meant as “a wake up call.”

“No one, of course, will come and steal
the Statue of Liberty,” he wrote. “The
statue is yours. But what it embodies
belongs to everyone. And if the

free world no longer interests your
government, then we will take up the
torch, here in Europe.”

The Statue of Liberty would be hard
for France to recall, since it is owned
by the US. government, according to
UNESCQO. It’s also a national monument
and major tourist attraction, drawing 3
million visitors in 2023 alone.

The U.S. had to work for the gift While
the Statue of Liberty was a gift, its
creators believed the project should
be a joint effort: The French paid for
the statue, while the U.S. paid for its
pedestal.

That involved a massive fundraising
effort in both countries, through
advertising, public events and souvenir
sales.

“Though wealthy individuals did
contribute, it was the small donations
of hundreds of thousands of working
people and children on both sides of
the Atlantic that made the Statue of
Liberty a reality,” the NPS says. French
sculptor Frédéric-Auguste Bartholdi
led the design and construction of the
statue’s copper components - from
crown to gown - over several years,
while working with American architect
Richard Morris Hunt to design the 164-
foot pedestal.

The 151-foot statue was assembled in
France by 1884 and presented to the
U.S. minister to France that same year.
Then came the challenge of actually
bringing it stateside.

Bartholdi had selected Bedloe’s Island
- now called Liberty Island - in New
York as the site for the statue, since it
was visible to every ship entering New
York Harbor. But to get there, the statue
had to be disassembled into 350 pieces,
transported on a French navy ship and
reassembled - by a construction crew
largely made up of new immigrants,
according to the NPS.

The statue was finally unveiled on a
rainy day in October 1886, as 1 million
New Yorkers watched and cheered.
“When it was time for Bartholdi to
release the tricolor French flag that
veiled Liberty’s face, a roar of guns,
whistles, and applause sounded,” the
NPS says. A bronze plaque inscribed
with “The New Colossus” - a poem by
Jewish-American poet and activist
Emma Lazarus - was added to the
pedestal in 1903, memorializing the
famous phrase: “Give me your tired,
your poor, your huddled masses
yearning to breathe free.”

The statue’s symbolism and likeness
have stretched far beyond New York in
the years since. Replicas can be found
around the world, and have even been
traded by the US. and France.

French people living in the US. sent a
replica to their homeland in 1889 for
the 100th anniversary of the French
Revolution. The statue was placed on
an artificial island in the River Seine

in Paris, originally facing the French
presidential palace. It turned to face its
American sister in New York in 1937.
Decades later, in 2021, France sent a
second, smaller replica of the statue - at
just 9 feet tall - to the U.S. on a 10-year
loan as a reminder of the friendship
and shared values between the two
countries. “Little Lady Liberty” briefly
joined her big sister in New York before
heading to Washington, D.C., where she
is on display outside the residence of
the French ambassador.
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CHIEF JUSTICE
PUSHES BACK
AGAINST CALLS TO
IMPEACH JUDGES
WHO RULE AGAINST

Chief Justice John Roberts issued

a statement following President
Donald Trump’s call for a judge to
be impeached for ruling against the
administration.

WASHINGTON - Chief Justice John
Roberts issued a rare statement
Tuesday rebuking President Donald
Trump and his allies for calling to
impeach judges who have ruled against
the administration.

“For more than two centuries, it has
been established that impeachment

is not an appropriate response to
disagreement concerning a judicial
decision. The normal appellate review
process exists for that purpose,”
Roberts said in the statement.

Trump allies have called for various
judges to be impeached for blocking
administration policies in the first
months of his second term.

But Trump himself raised the stakes
Tuesday, when he called for the
impeachment of US. District Judge
James Boasberg after he blocked the
deportation of Venezuelan migrants.

“This judge, like many of the Crooked
Judges’ [ am forced to appear before,
should be IMPEACHED!!” Trump
posted.

Trump responded to Roberts’ during a
Fox News interview that aired Tuesday
night, saying “many people” have called
for Boasberg’s impeachment.

Trump added that he “never did” defy
a court order.

When asked by Fox News host Laura
Ingraham whether he would defy a
court order going forward, Trump

said: “No, you can’t do that. However,
we have bad judges. We have very

bad judges, and these are judges that
shouldn’t be allowed. I think they, I
think at a certain point you have to start
looking at, what do you do when you
have a rogue judge?”

Trump said he believes the Supreme
Court will ultimately rule in favor of his
administration in this matter.

Soon after Roberts issued his statement,
Rep. Brandon Gill, R-Texas, wrote on

X that he had introduced articles of
Impeachment against Boasberg.

He claimed Boasberg had committed
an impeachable offense by issuing a
temporary restraining order against
the administration over its novel
invocation of a wartime law called the
Alien Enemies Act to deport certain
illegal immigrants. While a handful

of federal judges have been removed
from office in the past, it has been
because of gross misconduct in office,
such as taking bribes, not as a result of

individual decisions they have made.

Federal judges have frequently
intervened on Trump’s agenda since
he took office again in January and
implemented a set of aggressive
policies that raised several novel

legal issues. That has angered the
administration and the broader MAGA
base, leading to increasingly frequent
calls for impeachment and raising
concerns within the judiciary:.

Just last week, federal judges raised
the alarm about security concerns and
urged public officials to use caution
when they criticize court rulings.
Roberts’ statement is not the first time
he has publicly clashed with Trump. In
2018, he criticized Trump for singling
out an “Obama judge” who had ruled
against the administration.

“We do not have Obama judges

or Trump judges, Bush judges or
Clinton judges. What we have is an
extraordinary group of dedicated
judges doing their level best to do equal
right to those appearing before them,”
Roberts said.

The statement had little impact on
Trump, who has continued to use harsh
rhetoric against judges.

In the meantime, Roberts has on
several occasions played key roles

in various Trump dramas. He also
presided over the first of two Trump
impeachment trials in the Senate,

each of which led to acquittals, and in
January, he handled Trump’s swearing-
in as president for the second time.

Although Roberts himself has cast votes
against Trump in various Supreme
Court cases, he also authored the
ruling last year that found Trump had
broad criminal immunity for his actions
contesting the 2020 election results.

Trump was caught on camera speaking
to Roberts just after he gave his recent
address to a joint session of Congress.

“Thank you again. Thank you again.
Won't forget it,” Trump said. It was not
clear what Trump was referring to, but
some commentators speculated that
he may have been talking about the
Immunity ruling.

UNREDACTED JFK
ASSASSINATION
FILES RELEASED,
SENDING HISTORY
BUFFS HUNTING FOR
NEW CLUES

DALLAS (AP) - Previously classified
documents related to the 1963
assassination of President John F.
Kennedy were released Tuesday
evening following an order by
President Donald Trump shortly after
he took office.

More than 1,100 files consisting of
over 31,000 pages were posted on the
website of the U.S. National Archives

and Records Administration. The vast
majority of the National Archives’
collection of over 6 million pages

of records, photographs, motion
pictures, sound recordings and
artifacts related to the assassination
have previously been released.

Larry J. Sabato, director of the
University of Virginia Center for
Politics and author of “The Kennedy
Half-Century,” said he had a team that
started going through the documents
but it may be some time before their
full significance becomes clear.

“We have a lot of work to do for a long
time to come, and people just have to
accept that,” he said.

Trump announced the release
Monday while visiting the John F.
Kennedy Center for the Performing
Arts in Washington, saying his
administration would be releasing
about 80,000 pages.

“We have a tremendous amount of
paper. You've got a lot of reading,”
Trump said. The National Archives
said on its website that in accordance
with the president’s directive, the
release would encompass “all records
previously withheld for classification.”

Researchers have estimated that
3,000 or so files had not been
released, either in whole or in part.
And last month the FBI said it had
discovered about 2,400 new records
related to the assassination.

Many who have studied what’s been
released so far by the government
say the public shouldn’t anticipate
any earth-shattering revelations from
the newly released documents, but
there is still intense interest in details
related to the assassination and the
events surrounding it.

Trump’s January order directed the
national intelligence director and
attorney general to develop a plan to
release the records.

Kennedy was killed on Nov. 22,
1963, on a visit to Dallas. As his
motorcade was finishing its parade
route downtown, shots rang out from
the Texas School Book Depository
building. Police arrested 24-year-
old Lee Harvey Oswald, who had
positioned himself from a sniper’s
perch on the sixth floor. Two days
later, nightclub owner Jack Ruby
fatally shot Oswald during a jail
transfer.

A year after the assassination, the
Warren Commission, which President
Lyndon B. Johnson established to
investigate, concluded that Oswald
acted alone and that there was no
evidence of a conspiracy. But that
didn’t quell a web of alternative
theories over the decades.

Oswald was a former Marine who
defected to the Soviet Union before
returning home to Texas.

Files in the new release included a
memo from the CIA’s St. Petersburg
station from November 1991 saying
that earlier that month, a CIA official
befriended a U.S. professor there who
told the official about a friend who
worked for the KGB. The memo said
the KGB official had reviewed “five
thick volumes” of files on Oswald
and was “confident that Oswald was
at no time an agent controlled by
the KGB.” The memo added that as

Oswald was described in the files, the
KGB official doubted “that anyone could
control Oswald, but noted that the KGB
watched him closely and constantly
while he was in the USSR.” It also noted
that the file reflected that Oswald was a
poor shot when he tried target firing in
the Soviet Union.

In the early 1990s, the federal
government mandated that all
assassination-related documents

be housed in a single collection in

the National Archives and Records
Administration. The collection was
required to be opened by 2017, barring
any exemptions designated by the
president.

Around 500 documents, including tax
returns, were not subject to the 2017
disclosure requirement.

Trump, who took office for his first
term in 2017, had said that he would
allow the release of all of the remaining
records but ended up holding some
back because of what he called the
potential harm to national security.
And while files continued to be
released during President Joe Biden’s
administration, some remained unseen.
Sabato said that his team has a “long,
long list” of sensitive documents it is
looking for that previously had large
redactions.

“There must be something really,
really sensitive for them to redact a
paragraph or a page or multiple pages
in a document like that,” he said. “Some
of it’s about Cuba, some of it’s about
what the CIA did or didn’t do relevant
to Lee Harvey Oswald.”

Some of the previously released
documents have offered details on the
way intelligence services operated

at the time, including CIA cables and
memos discussing visits by Oswald

to the Soviet and Cuban embassies
during a trip to Mexico City just weeks
before the assassination.
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PUTIN AGREES IN
TRUMP CALL TO
PAUSE UKRAINE
ENERGY ATTACKS
BUT NO FULL
CEASEFIRE

President Vladimir Putin has rejected
an immediate and full ceasefire in
Ukraine, agreeing only to halt attacks
on energy infrastructure, following a
call with US President Donald Trump.
The Russian leader declined to sign
up to the comprehensive month-long
ceasefire that Trump’s team recently
worked out with Ukrainians in Saudi
Arabia.

He said a comprehensive truce could
only work if foreign military aid and
intelligence sharing with Ukraine
came to an end. Ukraine’s European
allies have previously rejected such
conditions.

In the grinding three-year war,
Russia has recently been taking back
territory in its Kursk region that was
occupied by a Ukrainian incursion six
months ago. The results of Tuesday’s
Trump-Putin call amount to a retreat
in the US position from where it stood
a week ago, although the two leaders
did agree that further peace talks
would take place immediately in the
Middle East.

When a US delegation met Ukrainian
counterparts in Jeddah last Tuesday,
they convinced Kyiv to agree to their
proposal for an “immediate” 30-day
ceasefire, across land, air and sea.
Peace talks are in parallel universe,
say Ukraine front-line troops

President Volodymyr Zelensky, who
arrived in Helsinki, Finland, for an
official visit on Tuesday shortly after
Trump and Putin’s call ended, said
Ukraine was open to the idea of a
truce covering energy infrastructure,
but wanted more details first.

He later accused Putin of rejecting

a ceasefire following a barrage of
Russian drone attacks.

Among the places targeted was a
hospital in Sumy, and power supplies
in Slovyansk, said Ukraine’s leader.
“Unfortunately, there have been hits,
specifically on civilian infrastructure,”
Zelensky said on X. “Today, Putin
effectively rejected the proposal for a
full ceasefire.”

Trump posted earlier on social media
that his call with the Russian leader
was “very good and productive” and
that “many elements of a Contract for
Peace were discussed”.

“We agreed to an immediate Ceasefire
on all Energy and Infrastructure, with
an understanding that we will be
working quickly to have a Complete
Ceasefire and, ultimately, an END

to this very horrible War between
Russia and Ukraine,” the US president
said on Truth Social.

About 80% of Ukraine’s energy
infrastructure has been destroyed
by Russian bombs, Zelensky said last
September.

Kyiv has in turn conducted drone
and missile strikes deep into Russian
territory, on oil and gas facilities.
Following last week’s talks in Jeddah,
Secretary of State Marco Rubio

had said “the ball” was in Russia’s
court, after the Ukrainians accepted
Washington’s proposal for a full
ceasefire.

But the White House’s statement
following the Trump-Putin call on

Tuesday made no reference to that
agreement with Kyiv.

It instead said the two leaders
agreed that “the movement to peace
will begin with an energy and
infrastructure ceasefire”, followed
by negotiations over a “maritime
ceasefire in the Black Sea, full
ceasefire and permanent peace”.

But the Kremlin’s own statement on
the call noted what it said were a
“series of significant issues” around
enforcing any agreement with Kyiv.
And it said the end of foreign support
and intelligence for Ukraine was a
“key condition” for Russia.

Trump and Putin agreed to immediate
technical-level talks towards a longer-
term settlement, which the Kremlin
said must be “complex, stable and
long-term in nature”.

But it’s unclear if this means further
negotiations between the US and
Russia, or bilateral talks between
Russia and Ukraine.

The Kremlin also said Trump
supported Putin’s idea of holding ice
hockey matches between professional
US and Russian players.

Russia was frozen out of ice hockey
events overseas after the country
invaded Ukraine in 2022.

Kyiv will probably see the outcome
of Tuesday’s much-anticipated phone
call as Putin playing for time, while
he adds crippling conditions on any
settlement.

Putin has previously insisted Russia
should keep control of Ukrainian
territory it has seized and has called
for Western sanctions to be eased as
part of any eventual peace settlement.
The Russian leader has already
tasted Trump’s readiness to cut off US
support to Ukraine, and is trying to
get him to repeat it - while tossing the
ball back to Kyiv.

Earlier this month the US temporarily
suspended military and intelligence
aid to Ukraine after Trump and
Zelensky had an altercation in the
Oval Office.

Trump and his Vice-President JD
Vance dressed down Zelensky in
front of the world’s media, accusing
him of being ungrateful for American
support.

Speaking at a news conference

on Tuesday in Berlin with French
President Emmanuel Macron,
German Chancellor Olaf Scholz said
the limited ceasefire plan was an
important first step, but he again
called for a complete ceasefire.
Meanwhile, British Prime Minister Sir
Keir Starmer spoke to Zelensky after
the Trump-Putin call and “reiterated
[the] UK’s unwavering support”, a
Downing Street spokeswoman said.

MUSK AND DOGE’S
USAID SHUTDOWN
LIKELY VIOLATED
US CONSTITUTION,
JUDGE RULES

Judge halts efforts to fire USAid
workers, a major setback in
administration’s attempts to bulldoze
federal government A federal judge
on Tuesday ruled that Elon Musk

and the so-called “department of
government efficiency” (Doge) likely
violated the US constitution by shutting
down USAid, ordering the Trump
administration to reverse some of the
actions it took to dismantle the agency.
The decision by US district judge
Theodore Chuang was sweeping in its

scope and marked a major setback
for the administration’s signature
takedown in its effort to bulldoze
through the federal government.

As part of an injunction that
directed the Trump administration
to reverse course, the judge halted
efforts to terminate USAid officials
and contractors, and reinstate
former employees’ access to their
government email, security and
payment systems.

The judge also compelled the
administration to allow USAid to
return to its currently shuttered
headquarters at the Ronald Regan
building in the event that the
underlying case challenging the
closure of the agency was successful.
The administration is expected to
appeal the ruling.

At issue in the lawsuit, brought by
more than two dozen unnamed
former USAid employees in federal
district court in Maryland, was
Musk’s role in overseeing the
deletion of the USAid website and
the shut down of its headquarters.
Chuang wrote in his 68-page
opinion that Musk had likely violated
the appointments clause of the
constitution by effectively acting with
the far-reaching powers of an “officer
of the United States”, a designation
that requires Senate confirmation.
“If a president could escape
appointments clause scrutiny by
having advisers go beyond the
traditional role of White House
advisors who communicate the
president’s priority to agency heads,”
Chuang wrote, “the appointments
clause would be reduced to nothing
more than a technical formality.”
The Trump administration has

said for weeks that the moves to
dismantle USAid were carried out
by the agency’s leaders - currently
secretary of state Marco Rubio

and acting administrator Pete
Marocco - who were implementing
recommendations from Musk.

But Chuang rejected that contention
with respect to the closure of USAid
headquarters and the erasure

of its website, saying that the
administration provided no evidence
that they were formally authorized
by a USAid official.

“Under these circumstances,

the evidence presently favors

the conclusion that contrary to
defendants’ sweeping claim that
Musk acted only as an advisor, Musk
made the decisions to shutdown
USAID’s headquarters and website
even though he ‘lacked the authority
to make that decision,” Chuang
wrote.

The injunction follows six weeks of
unprecedented turmoil at USAid,
where 5,200 of 6,200 global
programs were abruptly terminated,
staff were locked out of facilities

and systems, and employees
reportedly received directives to
destroy classified documents using
shredders and “burn bags”.

The agency’s workforce has been
decimated from over 10,000 to

just 611 employees, with Rubio
characterizing the remaining
programs as “set for absorption”

by the state department — what he
recently praised as “overdue and
historic reform”.

USAid’s headquarters became
central to the controversy when
multiple staffers told the Guardian

. Agency
Internationat
Development

in February that Customs and Border

Protection (CBP) officials had been

conducting extensive “walkthrough”

tours to potentially take over the
facility while agency employees
remained barred entry.

Politico later reported that CBP had
officially taken over the office space
and signed a lease agreement,
according to a CBP spokesperson.

The court order’s 14-day deadline for
the administration to confirm USAid
could return to its building suggested
the space may have already been
reallocated.

The injunction also prohibits Doge
from publishing unredacted personal
information of USAid contractors

and halts further dismantling actions,
including terminations, contract
cancellations, and permanent deletion
of electronic records.

That may already be a serious
exposure problem for Musk and the
rest of Doge, as an internal email
obtained by the Guardian revealed
how staff had been instructed to spend
the day destroying classified “SECRET”
documents - potentially breaking
compliance with the Federal Records
Act, which prohibits destroying
government records before their
designated retention period, which is
typically two years.
